STAR TREK SERIES AWARDS REQUIREMENTS

Welcome to the 22nd Century and BEYOND! Start earning your way to all of the NATA STAR TREK SERIES of PROGRESSIVE awards by completing and logging contacts on our nets! Each award requires a progressive level of commitment to the nets and to a higher level of contact requirements. Read each of the following requirement sections carefully, get on the nets, and get started!! NOTE: Once used for a specific level of this series of awards the same callsign may NOT be used again on successive levels!

STAR TREK CADET “BASIC” CERTIFICATE

Log and submit 25 contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Contacts with 3 mobile stations (can be the same callsign operated in 3 separate states)

· Log one contact per day for a period of 10 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with two Triple Play WAS holders

· Log contacts with one station in each U.S. Call Area

· Log contacts with two Canadian stations

· Log contacts with two net control stations (log entry must indicate station was serving as NCS)

STAR TREK ENTERPRISE A CERTIFICATE (RANK OF ENSIGN)
Log and submit 40 contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Contacts with 3 different mobile stations

· Log one contact per day for a period of 20 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with four Triple Play WAS holders

· Log contacts with one station in each U.S. Call Area

· Log contacts with three Canadian stations

STAR TREK ENTERPRISE B CERTIFICATE (RANK OF CAPTAIN)
Log and submit 60 contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Log contacts with 15 stations in the 5th Call Area
· Log contacts with 2 stations in each of call areas 3, 7, 8, 9

· Log contacts with 1 station in each of call areas 1, 2, 4 and 6

· Log one contact per day for a period of 30 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with three Canadian stations

· Serve as Net Control Station for one net session (alternate: Log TWO contacts per day not included previously over 10 consecutive NET SESSIONS)
STAR TREK ENTERPRISE D CERTIFICATE (RANK OF COMMODORE)
Log and submit 100 contacts which meet the following requirements:

· A minimum of one callsign per call area

· Five state capitols

· KH6 and KL7 worked on a NATA net

· Log one contact per day for a period of 50 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with three Canadian stations

· Serve as Net Control Station for one net session (alternate: Log TWO contacts per day not included previously over 10 consecutive NET SESSIONS)

STAR TREK ENTERPRISE E CERTIFICATE (RANK OF ADMIRAL)
Log and submit 250 contacts which meet the following requirements:

· A minimum of two callsigns per U.S. call area

· 2 contacts with each of VE2, VE3, VE4, VE5, and VE6

· 10 state capitols

· KH6 and KL7 worked on a NATA net

· Log one contact per day for a period of 50 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with each DXCC country included in the N. American continental area excluding Greenland

· Serve as Net Control Station for a regularly scheduled net session over a period of six months (alternate: Log TWO contacts per day not included previously over 30 consecutive NET SESSIONS)

ASSOCIATED AWARDS

STAR TREK ROMULAN WAR BIRD CERTIFICATE

Log and submit contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Spell out the words “ROMULAN WAR BIRD” using ONE LETTER from each of 14 callsigns (no repeats allowed, MAY use calls previously used for lover levels of this series of awards!)

· Spell out the words “ROMULAN ALE” using ONE LETTER from each of 10 callsigns (may not have been used elsewhere on this award)

· Log one contact per day for a period of 10 consecutive days on a NATA net (any band/mode)

· Log contacts with every net control station for the period in the previous requirement (calls MAY have been used on previous levels)
· Spell out the phrase “LONG LIVE THE EMPIRE” using ONE LETTER from each of 17 callsigns (may not have been used elsewhere on this award)

Log and submit contacts which meet the following requirements:

STAR TREK THE Q CONTINUUM AWARD
Log and submit contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Each callsign must contain at least ONE “Q”

· Calculate the value of the call by adding the alphabet position number of each character plus the call area number (A = 1, Z=26) the multiple the value by the position of the Q (PREFIX = X10, 1st POSITION AFTER CALL AREA = X5, 2ND POSITION =X3, 3RD POSITION = X2)

· If the callsign contains more than one “Q” then double the value for each additional “Q” (e.g. KB7QQQ  would be worth 71 character points.  71*5 (Q in 1st position) *3 (Q in 2nd position) *2 (Q in 3rd position)=2130. 3Q’s in call multiplier: 2130*2 *2 *2 =17040

· You qualify for this award when your point total reaches or passes 171717 (QQQ) with a minimum of 30 logged contacts.
· Any callsign containing letters in order which produce the Q sounds (CUE or KWA) may be used but even with no actual “Q” being present. Q sounds may be treated as a *5 multiplier.
STAR TREK BORG COLLECTIVE “RESISTANCE IS FUTILE” AWARD
Log and submit contacts which meet the following requirements:

· Complete the Unimatrix diagram of your own Borg Collective
· Submit a separate log showing the callsigns worked on your diagram.

· Calls worked may come from calls previously worked for other Starfleet progressive awards.

· This award requires a total of 100 contacts.
